PLAYER REGISTRATION 
All players receiving this newsletter are registered on TTNZ data base under Southland and will have a person ID 
number. For players entering tournaments etc. you will need to include this number on entry form. 
Hand written at top of this newsletter is your ID Number-  
 
Players who play in tournaments will also have a rating. If you wish to view your  tournament results which make up the 
rating you need to obtain a password. This can be done by going to www.tabletennis.org.nz , select membership from 
menu bar, then click on registration system from drop down box. Click “Request a login” which takes you to a web form 
which you complete and submit. A login and password will be supplied to provided email address. Once that is done all 
you need to do is go to Internet Explorer and type in http://membership.tabletennis.org.nz 
 
If you just want to find your rating only go to www.tabletennis.org.nz and click on ratings. 
   
FEES 
A number of fees have been increased this year because of rising costs. Some were last increased in 2004 and others 
way back in 1996. Conditions in stadium have been improved with heating now installed.
